Items of Business
1. Discussion occurred regarding the subject of authorizing chapter funds to be used to send the President and the President Elect to business meetings, specifically the meetings at the Annual National Conference, and other events of importance to the board and the chapter. Particularly noteworthy are the facts that the California Chapter does not collect membership dues from the members and that most chapter funds are produced from chapter job postings. Another source of revenue is from chapter conference fees. These are works of service done voluntarily to benefit the chapter as a whole. Additionally, it was noted that most of the chapters send their president and some also send their president-elect to the Annual National Conference.
2. Discussion occurred about our bylaws with respect to the use of chapter funds for sending the President and the President Elect to business meetings, particularly the meetings at the Annual National Conference, and events of importance to the board and the chapter. The focus of this discussion was the wording of our current bylaws and whether or not the bylaws need to be amended to improve the clarity of the wording related to sending the President and the President Elect to business meetings and events of importance to the board and the chapter. The board agreed that the bylaws should be amended to clarify the wording about the appropriateness of using chapter funds to send the President and President Elect of meetings of importance to the chapter and the organization as a whole.
Action Items:
a. Rita will ask Nick Croce, Executive Director of APNA about the appropriate protocol for authorizing the use of chapter funds for sending the President and President-Elect to the Annual National Conference. In particular, Rita will discuss with Nick about the use of chapter funds for travel expenses to this years annual national business meeting without changing bylaws at this time.

b. The board will work toward amending the current bylaws to clarify the wording about the appropriateness of using chapter funds to send the President and President Elect of meetings of importance to the chapter and the organization as a whole.

c. This subject will be discussed at the chapter meeting that will be held at the chapter conference on May 5, 2007.
Items of Business
3. Discussion occurred as to whether or not we should give a raffle prize at the upcoming chapter conference of 2 registrations to the next California Chapter Conference.

a. Ann made the motion that we authorize a raffle of 2 registrations to the next California Chapter Conference.
b. Kathy seconded the motion.

c. All agreed for us to give a raffle prize at the upcoming chapter conference of 2 registrations to the next California Chapter Conference.

4. Discussion occurred about suggesting and helping area reps to have a psychiatric nurse of the year dinner in their areas. It was decided that we are certainly able to assist area reps with doing a psychiatric nurse of the year event and awards dinner. Additionally, it was discussed whether or not the board should authorize funds to put on such an event(s) and associated awards dinner(s). It was decided that we would address the matter of authorizing funds when a situation of this nature occurs.
