Topic: NetLetter:  

Discussion:  Items to be added were discussed.  We still need a new editor for next year. Some member’s names were suggested as possible editors.

Topic: Violence in the work place:  

Discussion: Cheryl Puntil discussed the possibility of holding an LA area meeting for staff and advanced practice nurses on the subject of working with violent patients. Cheryl would like to invite Vickie Vinke from Atascadero State Hospital who has some models for these care plans. If the program is well received, we could make it available to other area reps to be used as a template for meetings throughout the state.  The group also suggested Cheryl consult with APNA Board Member and CA Chapter Past President, Marlene Moodie, who is an expert on this topic.

The group suggested that this endeavor would have particular relevance to psychiatric staff nurses, and could provide a balance to the Advanced Practice Roundtables.

Topic:  Advanced Practice Roundtables:  

Discussion: There will be another advance practice roundtable in San Diego Sept 6th.

Discussion was held regarding how often to have these. It was agreed to offer them a few times per year in each area. This will allow more cohesion and more productive discussions over time.
