Board meeting minutes from the meeting on 04/18/2007 were reviewed. Ann Wilkinson made the motion to accept the minutes. Kathy Johnson seconded the motion. All approved.

Conference Review
The conference was successful.. There were 48 people at the conference on Friday and 47 people at the conference on Saturday. Three people joined APNA because of the conference.

Feedback from conference attendees and people present at the board meeting was as follows:

1. There were too many speakers/presenters and too much information to absorb during one day. This was true for both Friday and Saturday. There was not enough time for questions and interactions during the presentations. Feedback about the variety of topics presented was positive
2. We needed to allow more time for the chapter business meeting for the members to present ideas, concerns, and ask questions.

3. The keynote speaker was good but the board members are not certain that it was worth the money that we spent. We will have to think about and discuss this issue in more detail when planning for the conference next year.

4. We may want to pattern our conference on the format that the national conference will use this year which will have all educational sessions in the morning, followed by meetings in the afternoon and more free time to enjoy the sights etc.

Preliminary Planning for Our Next Conference 

The board is in favor of having an annual conference.
Kathy Johnson suggested that chairing the conference is a valuable experience, and may be an ideal job for the President Elect., as it affords that person an opportunity to become familiar with board and chapter operations. Ann Bispo is considering taking the role of conference chair next year. Cathy Osborn and Kevin McGirr have offered to help. The board discussed possible locations for next year’s conference.  Consideration needs to be given to where our membership resides. The conference next year will be in Northern California. Most likely we will alternate between Northern and Southern California.
Treasurer’s Report 

We have $14,617.15 in the treasury at this time. From which $1000 is being paid to the keynote speaker. Also an additional $300-400 of conference expenses will be deducted.

Chapter Elections
We will be electing a president-elect, a treasurer and two members-at-large. 

The board authorized the purchase of Quicken Software for the new treasurer.
Ann Wilkinson, chairperson of the Nomination Committee requested help with counting the votes. Shelley Johnson, Kevin McGirr, and Roberta Block offered to help Ann with the counting the ballots.

Bylaws Regarding Chapter Funds for Sending Board Members to Business Meetings
During last board meeting on April 18, 2007, discussion occurred about the use of chapter funds for sending the President and the President Elect to business meetings at the Annual National Conference, and events of importance to the board and the chapter. The board agreed that the bylaws should be amended to clarify when it would be appropriate to use Chapter funds for board member travel. 

Follow-up:
Rita solicited input from Nick Croce, Executive Director of APNA about the appropriate protocol for authorizing the use of chapter funds for sending the President and President-Elect to the Annual National Conference and received recommendations on how to amend our bylaws..

Michael Fitzgerald will be asked to write up the recommended bylaw change for submission to the membership with the annual ballot.
Legislative Committee Report
Randall Hagar, lobbyist for the American Psychiatric Association was very helpful to us about the legislative process regarding SB 993, prescriptive authority for psychologist. Cathy Osborn, chairperson of the legislative committee reported about the importance of collaboration with a variety of groups that have similar concerns as ours. The California State Assembly Committee on Business and Professions is interested in access to care, which is one of our concerns as well. These issues overlap with the work of our Advanced Practice Committee. Kevin McGirr, chairperson of the APRN committee has been and continues to dialogue with the California CNS Network about whether to pursue furnishing authority for all CNS’s or just psychiatric CNS’s. Discussion was conducted regarding the question, “Should we have a lobbyist or should we not? Should we send Cathy Osborn and/or Kevin to legislative activities?” Perhaps we should find a consultant. These complicated questions were brought up during this board meeting. Ongoing discussions will be conducted.
