Topic:  Introduction of new members

Discussion:  New Board Members Ann Bispo (PE) and Suzane Wilbur (MaL) were introduced to the Board.  

Action:  None

Topic:  APRN Committee Update

Discussion:  Rita Haverkamp discussed recent activities of the APRN Committee related to CNS prescriptive authority.  Several email discussions have occurred between APNA CA and ANA C r/t combining efforts. Rita has polled all key APNA leadership about possible meeting dates to meet face to face with ANA C. Members of the APRN Committee will also be meeting with the BRN on October 25. 

Action:  We will suggest October 14 or 21st as possible meeting dates, to occur in the SF Bay area.  

Topic:  Area Reps
Discussion: Rita held an Area Rep Meeting in August to determine which Area Reps would like to continue on in their roles.  Helen Chrena, Loralie Woods, Cheryl Puntil and Kathy Johnson participated. The expectation that Area Reps hold at least one meeting/year was set forth at this meeting. Kathy shared that she is attempting to get someone from the Monterey Bay area to take over her role as Area Rep as she steps into the Presidency.  Shelley Johnson, Tami Espejo and Holly Viloria will not be continuing in their role as area rep.  Virginia Fasla also resigned her position recently.  
Action:  We will continue to try to find new area reps to cover the areas vacated. 

Topic:  APRN Roundtable

Discussion:  An APRN Roundtable was held in San Diego in early September, and there was a unanimous decision to continue these meetings.  The suggestion was made to meet quarterly.  It will be difficult to offer these meetings quarterly in one locale, but it is reasonable to plan for two meetings in Southern CA and two meetings in Northern CA each year. 
Action:  The next meeting will be held in Northern CA in January 2008.  Kathy suggested that this meeting be held in San Jose, to possibly attract more members from the South Bay.  Kathy will contact new MaL Mark Crider to see if this meeting could be held at SJSU.

Topic:  NetLetter

Discussion:  Loralie Woods has agreed to take over as NetLetter Editor.  Kathy shared ideas for increasing staff nurse interest by highlighting some of their accomplishments and interests in each edition of the NetLetter. Other ideas included welcoming each new APNA CA member in the NetLetter, and perhaps allowing them to “introduce themselves” through the NetLetter.  Ann Bispo suggested we also run a column called “Dear APNA” in which we would pose a clinical question of interest to staff nurses, and invite readers to write in suggestions for how they have successfully dealt with such a challenge in their own work setting.  The group also suggested we could run a contest in the NetLetter, inviting readers to respond to the question “What is a psychiatric nurse?” Names of those who respond could then be entered into a drawing for tuition to the State Conference in May of 2008. 
Action: Kathy will work with Loralie in pursuing these ideas.
